Lunch and Recess

This past month, we implemented an integration of students of various ages at our tables during
lunch. The purpose was to encourage relationships between our students to build our internal
community. We will continue this into next year, with guiding children to foster relationships with
each other. Our hope is to create an environment that encourages children to do this on their own!
Our lunch will be scheduled from 12:15pm-12:45pm, which will allow us to enjoy our quality time
together.

With a few adjustments in our schedule, we will return to having a whole school recess, as well! We
will continue to provide opportunities for our students to interact with each other throughout the day!

Montessori Classrooms

According to our Montessori philosophy through the learning and research collected from various
sources, it is important to look at our current classroom structures to determine how to best
support student learning in a more authentic environment.

Our multi-age classrooms are based on children learning together in classrooms with age ranges of
3-6 years, 6-9 years, and 9-12 years. In our lower elementary classrooms, our age groups are
modified to preserve the opportunity for children to learn from their peers at other ages.

One of our basic needs is establishing Montessori prepared classroom environments that provide
appropriate materials to encourage the growth and exploration of 24-35 children.

Within each classroom, there will be a Montessori Guide and additional support of a Parapro-
fessional.

For this upcoming school year, we will transition to six separate classrooms to serve our students!
With our current classroom space allocations within the Horace Mann building there will be two
classes per our currently established grade bands. As we continue to build capacity for the
improvement to our Montessori classrooms in the future, children will still have access to all
materials every day.
